Memorandum of Intent
The undersigned, on behalf of the organization as listed with their name and signature intends to join the HPCFS Foundation as a member as noted below:
Signatories to this memorandum understand and agree as follows:
1) HPCFS and its affiliates worldwide are a member owned and operated, non-stock, non profit (in the US with an IRS 501(c) 3 exemption, consistently governed corporations whose initial purpose, as a single collaborating group, is to create and sustain an international open source community to ensure sound provenance, on-going releases, fixes and distribution of a single high quality code bases of the Lustre file system;
2) Membership requires agreement and adherence to the By-Laws and other agreements of the originating and affiliate corporations including the membership dues, licensing, distribution, software content, certification of quality reliability and security, patent, contribution, governance, publishing, promotion and confidentiality provisions therein.
3) The draft proposed levels of membership are described below without specific proposed initiation and annual dues defined. These will be finalized by the initial Board of Directors. The initial suggested dues are – Initiation $ 3000 corporate, $1000 academic, $100 individual; Annual $10,000 corporate, $3,000 academic, $200 individual
Foundation Membership and Affiliation
Any association, partnership, organization, governmental agency, company, corporation, Academic, individual or non-profit entity shall be admitted to Membership by: (a) acceptance of its written application there for on such form as may be from time to time required by the Foundation (which acceptance shall be administered in a non-discriminatory fashion) and (b) payment of such application fees, initiation fees (if any), annual dues or other fees for such class of Membership as may from time to time be established by the Board of Directors. A Member shall remain in good standing as a Member provided all application fees, initiation fees, subsequent dues, assessments, and other fees, together with such penalties for late payment as may be determined by the Board of Directors, have been paid within the period set by the Board of Directors and the Member continues to meet all of the other requirements of Membership, as from time to time determined by the Board of Directors.

Privileges of Corporate Membership (including government agencies which shall be able to obtain this by contract with HPCFS)
Each Corporate Member, while in good standing, shall be entitled to:

(a) submit a representative for nomination as a Director and vote with all Voting Members to elect the Board of Directors;

(b) vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the Voting Members;

(c) be listed on the Foundation's website in such manner as determined by the Board of Directors from time to time and be listed on such other Foundation collateral and in such manner as determined by the Board of Directors from time to time;

(d) appoint one voting representative to each Committee (other than committee(s) of the Board of Directors), and Sub-Group (as defined in Section 5.5(a)) that the Foundation may establish (which appointee need not be the same Academic for all such committees and Sub-Groups);

(e) receive one copy by electronic distribution, without charge, of all publications of the Foundation that are intended for regular distribution, prior to distribution to the public, including pre-public access to any specifications under development as the Board of Directors may approve from time to time, and of all final specifications as adopted by the Foundation;

(f) attend all general and special meetings of the Membership provided for in Article III of these By-laws;

(g) receive such free or discounted services provided by the Foundation as the Board of Directors may designate from time to time; and

(h) such other benefits, rights and privileges as the Board of Directors may designate or the Voting Members may from time to time institute by vote at any meeting of the Voting Members.

Privileges of Academic Membership

Each Academic Member, while in good standing, shall be entitled to:

(a) submit nominations for Board of Director positions and vote with all Voting Members to elect the Board of Directors;

(b) vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the Voting Members;

(c) serve on any Committee (other than committee(s) of the Board of Directors), and Sub-Group that the Foundation may establish;

(d) receive one copy by electronic distribution, without charge, of all publications of the Foundation that are intended for regular distribution, prior to distribution to the public, including pre-public access to any specifications under development as the Board of Directors may approve from time to time, and of all final specifications as adopted by the Foundation; and

(e) attend all general and special meetings of the Membership provided for in Article III of these By-laws;

(f) receive such free or discounted services provided by the Foundation as the Board of Directors may designate from time to time; and

(g) such other benefits, rights and privileges as the Board of Directors may designate or the Voting Members may from time to time institute by vote at any meeting of the Voting Members.

Privileges of Individual Membership

Each Individual Member, while in good standing, shall be entitled to:

(a) serve on any Committee (other than committee(s) of the Board of Directors) and Sub-Group that the Foundation may establish, in each case to participate in a non-voting capacity;

(b) receive one copy by electronic transmission, without charge, of all publications of the Foundation which are intended for regular distribution, prior to distribution to the public as the Board of Directors may approve from time to time, and of all final specifications as adopted by the Foundation;

(c) attend all general meetings of the Membership provided for in Article III of these By-laws, provided, that only the Voting Members shall be entitled to vote at such meetings, except as specifically provided for in these By-laws, the Certificate of Incorporation or by law;

(d) receive such free or discounted services provided by the Foundation as the Board of Directors may designate from time to time; and

(e) such other benefits, rights and privileges as the Board of Directors may designate or the Voting Members may from time to time institute by vote at any meeting of the Voting Members.
